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Brief History of Canadian Midwifery

-Before early 1990s midwifery was not illegal 

just a-legal

-First in early 1990s in Ontario, Quebec  and 1998 in 

British Columbia ñmidwifeò became a reserved term

-Today there are still some who practice as ñmidwivesò 

or self-styled doulas but use the tools and techniques 

of midwifery

-In every province, midwifery became regulated as a 

result of a coroners report
